Look at these examples of using a colon. 
Baby bear: Who's eating my porridge?

This is one of the most famous lines Shakespeare wrote: To be or not to be? ...

She went to the shops and bought apples, oranges and bananas.

She bought the following items: apples, oranges and bananas.

It snowed all night: the children knew the trip would be cancelled.


Colons introduce something. In the first one it uses a colon to introduce what a character is about to say in a play script. The second one is before a quote. The third doesn’t need one because it doesn’t formally introduce a list. The forth one formally introduces a list. And finally, the last one has two main clauses where the first introduces the second.
