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Your task here is to count up how many pets there are and then write in the number in French. You will also need to know how to make plurals in French (which we have done before, but you may have forgotten). 
A "plural" just means "more than one". So "two dogs" is a plural. To make a word plural in French - most words just add "s", like they do in English. "un chien" (one dog) but "deux chiens" (two dogs) (You have added and "s" to the word "chien" and the word"dog". 
If a word ends in "eau" add an "x" instead of an "s" 
Eg: un oiseau (one bird) deux oiseaux (two birds) 
If a word ends in "s" or "x" in French, do not add anything. 
Eg: une souris (one mouse) deux souris (two mice) 
All the words you need are on the sheet, including the numbers. You can write your answers on the sheet or in your book.
