As Coningsby Historians we will:
Discover the struggle between Athenians and Spartans, name some of the things Greeks gave the world, looking at their inventions. We will explain how the Greeks were responsible for the Olympics and we will find out what Greek Gods were important as part of Greek Culture.


As Coningsby Scientists we will:
be exploring light through using key skills such as predictions, looking at investigations and drawing conclusions, we will be using scientific vocabulary to ask and answer relevant questions. When we learn about light we will be recognising why we need light to see and understand that dark is absence of light. We will be investigation which surfaces can reflect light and look at drawing up our conclusions as to how a mirror works. We will then explore why the light from the sun can be dangerous and how shadows are created and discuss which materials block light.

Be basing much of our written work on Greek myths and legends. In particular, we will be following the adventures of Odysseus as he journeyed home from the Trojan War. We have already heard about his encounter with the monstrous cyclops!
As Coningsby Forest Schoolers we will:
Be observing he season and the changes it as made. We will start to investigate where mini-beasts live within the mystical garden and build shelters for them. We will work as a group to make a wooden welly boot stand, using different tools to construct within the mystical garden. We will be using clay and leaf printing to make coasters, looking at the different patterns they create.
As Coningsby Mathematicians we will: 
Continue to develop our understanding of multiplication and division and continue to learn and practice our times tables. As well as 2, 3 and 10 x times table we will focus on our 3, 4 and 8 x times table. Please support these at home. We will looks at working with money then begin to work with statistics towards the end of the term.
As Coningsby believers we will:
Be learning about the trinity and the Christian belief that God has three ways of being. We will learn about baptism and why it is important.
As Coningsby Artists & Designers we will: 
be using designs within Ancient Greek artwork and consider the meaning of different artwork created. We will learn the importance of ancient artifacts to their history.
