Rhyming soup Using a bowl and spoon say the rhyming soup song: I’m making lots of silly soup, I’m making soup that’s silly, I’m going to cook it in the fridge, to make it nice and chilly. In goes a …
Introduce objects/picture cards that rhyme (e.g. fox, box, socks) place objects/pictures in the bowl, stir the soup and sing the rhyme.

	Mathematics 

Have a chat about the days of the week every day. What day is it today? What day was it yesterday? What day will it be tomorrow?

Singing counting songs and rhymes. Using fingers and objects to represent an amount. 

Develop noticing skills: can you identify amounts to 5 without counting! ‘I see 3 flowers. I notice 2 birds. I see a group of 4 pinecones.’ 

Compare size, mass and capacity large/small, big/little, short/tall, tallest/shortest ’

10 Interesting Things’ Activity. Can you fill a 10 frame with 10 interesting objects? Maybe you found these on a walk, around the house? Talk about and compare the objects. 

Matching games: Real socks or visual- my socks are muddled can you help me sort them? Have some that are similar- these both have stripes why don’t they match?

Sorting: Loose parts to sort · Buttons to sort · Sort crockery and cutlery in the home corner- cutlery tray, toys by their properties, Sorting leaves- leaves/not leaves, round/not round/ red/not red

Using the photos of your families from earlier have a go at drawing them and mark making some fun fact about you and your family. 

Set up a small world of something you enjoy doing with your family. 
Go around the house and see if you can find different pieces of technology, take some photos of them and put them on tapestry.
