	Number bonds to 10. First draw around both of your hands and carefully cut them out. be super careful to not chop a finger off as you need all 10! Next, stick them at the top of a piece of paper. Be sure only to stick the palms down, you need to keep your fingers loose. When you have done that you can start learning your number bonds! Use the finger to help you make different sums. How many different sums can you make? Can you start to notice patterns? For example 1+9 is the same as 9+1, the numbers are switched around but still gets the same answer. Can you write all the different sums underneath the hands? [image: Number bond hands (med bilder) | Pedagogiskt pyssel ...]


	Sand writing: using glue and paint brushes to trace phase 2 and 3 and then sprinkle on the glitter to reveal the word.

	Use a picture from onceuponapicture.co.uk to inspire a story. What’s happening in the picture? What happened before? What will happen next? Do some writing about your favourite picture, try a sentence or even a whole story.  
	Shape, space, measure:

	Tricky word hunt switcharoo…
Instead of your grown ups hiding words for you. Can you write down your tricky words and hide them around the house or garden for your adults or siblings to find? 

	Exploring media and materials: Pirate ship making using and junk material or old cardboard boxes you can find. 
 

	Wednesday 
	Writing activity. 
Find out 3 facts about a creature that lives under the sea. Write these on a poster with your name on and Mrs Chiumento will share these with the rest of the class at the end of the week.   
	Grab 10 objects from around your house. This can be anything, they don’t have to match but ideally they should fit in your hand. This game is best played with a grown up to make sure you are getting it correct. Each person grabs some of the 10 items and the other person grabs the rest. Next, open your hands and count how much is in each. Then compare who has the most. A number line might help your child so they can see the order the numbers should be in. Try and encourage your child to have a go at writing each number down as well, remembering to reinforce correct number formation. There is a number formation number line at the bottom of this page to help. Keep playing this game until your child is confident with recognising which numbers are bigger and smaller. Challenge If your child gets really good at this, try increasing the amount of objects you compare.

	Create a phoneme hopscotch. 
Instead of numbers include some of the phonemes you have been learning. 
As an extra challenge try to think of a word which contains each phoneme when you land on it. 
	People and communities:
Plan a pirate party! The pirates are going to have a party, what piratey things could they do at the party? What do you like to do at a party? Can you make a party poster, invitations or can you invent some pirate party games.

	Create a pirate postcard!
