In History, we will be considering how we ourselves have changed over time, and looking at how seaside holidays are different today than they were for our grandparents.
We will be learning about Stephanie Kilgast in our Art sessions and exploring lots of different materials to make sculptures with.

Our Science topic is ‘Living Things and their Habitats’, which ties in well with our R.E.

In Maths, we will be learning more about numbers; shapes and patterns. We will find out about odd and even numbers; create more complex repeating patterns; dive deeper into 2D and 3D shapes, and begin to look at the clock as we talk about ordering events in our day.
In Literacy, we will be exploring the stories; Billy’s Bucket; Rainbow Fish; and Tiddler. We will be focusing on constructing sentences and simple phrases; thinking about how the characters feel and talking about our feelings too.
Our Key Instant Recall Facts this term, are - to know which pairs make a given number to at least ten; and to automatically recall number bonds for numbers to at least five. These are ideal for practicing in the car or on the walk to school.
