As Coningsby Scientists we will:

Be learning all about sound. We will start off by learning about how different sounds are made, before moving on to whether we can hear things through different materials and whether distance makes a difference to sounds. We will also investigate how we can change volume and pitch on different instruments.  


 





   



     As Coningsby Mathematicians we will: 
Be focusing on factor pairs before moving on to multiplying and dividing by 10 and 100. We will then be doing two and three-digit by one-digit number multiplication and division. 
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 As Coningsby Authors we will: 

Be exploring our book, Arthur and the Golden Rope by Joe Todd-Stanton. We will be making inferences and predictions before moving on to using more in-depth vocabulary and grammar to write our very own mythical legend stories. There will be focus lessons on the year four grammar, spelling and punctuation expectations to really embed this in our writing. 
As Coningsby Historians we will: 

Be learning all about the Ancient Egyptians. We will be focussing on who they were, where and how they lived and why the River Nile was so important to them. We will learn about how they communicated with each other and even learn how to use hieroglyphics ourselves! In the final part of this unit, we will learn about what happened after someone died in this culture and who Tutankhamun was.
As Coningsby believers we will:

Be focussing on the way Muslims worship and what they believe. We will be learning about the five pillars of Islam and why these are so important for the way Muslims worship. We will learn about why a Mosque is central to their culture and society and what Ramadan is and why is it observed. 
As Coningsby Artists & Designers we will:

Be continuing with our learning about the Egyptians and trying out some different techniques, such as making our own papyrus scroll, an ancient Cartouche and design a shaduf. We will also be taking some photos and turning ourselves into Egyptian Pharaohs by designing crowns. 
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
