Other than reading and times table practise, no weekly homework will be set. Children’s completed homework tasks will be recorded and monitored. Children who successfully engage in home learning tasks will be rewarded at school. Please ask parents, family members or friends to join in and have fun. When each task is completed, you need to bring it in or take photographs. When evidence is seen we will tick off your tasks and record your choices. We are hoping by giving everyone choices that a selection of activities will be completed by pupils with support from family members.  Teachers will speak to parents if children are not engaging in home learning activities.

	English – Write a diary entry from the point of view of Sophie in the book from when Ben asks for her help.

	Science – Ask your family about traits you share, such as eye colour, hair type, or dimples. Write down three examples and explain how these traits are inherited from parents. Describe why families often look similar and how this connects to evolution.
	Art – Find characters from your favourite books, draw sketches of the characters, think about colouring in and shading in a non-naturalistic style. 

	RE – Design your own illuminated manuscript page inspired by early Christian or Islamic styles. Include decorative borders, patterns, and a short meaningful quote. Then explain how printing presses later changed the way these texts were shared worldwide. Use this for ideas. The Lindisfarne Gospels
	Geography – Activity 1: Choose one everyday product (e.g., chocolate, bananas, clothes, electronics). Find out: which countries produce this product? Which countries import it? How does it travel from producer to consumer? (e.g., ship, plane, truck). Write your answers in full sentences.
	Science – Find pictures of two animals that look similar but live in different places (fox and arctic fox). Explain how their features help them survive in their environments and how this shows adaptation and evolution. Draw and label pictures of them to go with your explanation.
	Geography – Activity 2: mark the country where to product is made. Mark the country where you live. Draw an arrow to show the trade route. 



	English – watch this version of Hansel and Gretel and write an alternative ending. It can be as dark as you dare!

	Cooking - choose a simple dish you could make at home. (fruit salad, sandwich, smoothie, pasta, cake). Write your recipe and include: the title of your dish, ingredients list (with measurements), equipment needed, step-by-step instructions. 

	Reading – Children should be encouraged to read every day. Please spend 5- or 10-minutes listening to your child read and discussing their books. You can now record when your child has read on Learning with Parents adding comments and videos.  There will also be weekly homework sent home for Reading in preparation for the year 6 SATs. 
	Maths – All children from Year 1 to Year 6 have all been provided with a log in for Times Table Rockstars (5 Studio and 5 Garage) or Numbots. (at least 3x5 minutes each week). Children can also continue to practise their quick recall of timetable facts using Thompson's MTC. There will also be some weekly homework for the year 6 children in preparation for their SATs.
