English
In writing, we will be focussing on The Hidden Forest by Jeannie Baker and writing non-fiction texts, such as diary entries, logbook entries and facts about sea kelp. In the second part of the term, we will be focussing on Hansel and Gretel by Neil Gaiman, and our main outcome will be writing an alternative version of the story. 
In reading, we will be linking to our science and looking at Charles Darwin’s Voyage of Discovery by Jake Williams followed by Grimm Tales for old and young to develop our reading and comprehension skills, whilst linking with our English writing unit. 
Maths
This term we are learning:
· To identify factors and multiples including common factors and multiples,
· We will be working with fractions including ordering and comparing, adding and subtracting, multiplying and dividing and finding equivalent fractions.
· Year 5 will continue to work on improving their use of formal methods to multiply and divide
· Year 6 will be exploring algebra, ratio and proportion.
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Religious Education
Children will explore how Christians and Muslims have used technology throughout history to share their sacred texts. They will study beautiful medieval manuscripts such as the Lindisfarne Gospels, the Book of Kells, and early Qur’ans, learning about the craftsmanship and technology behind them. Children will then investigate how the invention of the printing press transformed access to the Bible and supported the spread of ideas during the Protestant Reformation. 
Geography
This term, our pupils are exploring how countries around the world trade with each other. They will learn: Why the UK trades with other countries and how climate, resources, and cost influence trade. What goods the UK imports and exports, and who our main trading partners are. How physical features like ports and rivers, and human factors such as war, affect trade routes. The journey of goods from producers to consumers across countries.
The impact of Fair Trade on farmers and communities, and whether it is always the best choice.
PSHE
Children will learn about keeping safe, including recognising sexual abuse and naming sexual body parts using correct terms. Lessons will cover safe and unsafe touch, seeking help from trusted adults, and understanding that Female Genital Mutilation (FGM) is illegal and harmful.

Art
Children will explore Surrealism, an art style that mixes reality with imagination to create dream-like scenes. They’ll study artists like Leonora Carrington and Marc Chagell, experiment with viewfinders, textures, and perspective, so they can design their own surreal artwork using mixed media inspired by stories and personal ideas.



Science
We will be learning about Evolution and Inheritance. Children will explore how living things have changed over time and how characteristics are passed from parents to offspring. They will investigate inherited traits within families and understand why variation is important for survival. Pupils will learn about adaptation and how it helps animals and plants thrive in different environments. They will also study the work of Charles Darwin and his theory of evolution, including natural selection. Activities include comparing fossils, researching species adaptations, and discussing how evolution explains the diversity of life on Earth.
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
