	English
Storytime: "Paradise Sands"
Imagine you are visiting Paradise Sands. Write a diary entry describing your experience. Include details about what you see, hear, and feel.
	Science
Conduct a simple experiment to observe forces in action. Choose one of the following experiments:
Gravity: Drop different objects (e.g., a feather, a ball, a piece of paper) from the same height and observe how they fall. Record your observations.
Friction: Slide different objects (e.g., a toy car, a book, a piece of cloth) across various surfaces (e.g., carpet, tile, wood) and observe how easily they move. Record your observations.
Write-Up: Write a short paragraph, describing your experiment and what you learned about forces.

	Art
Choose one of Andy Warhol's artworks (e.g., Campbell's Soup Cans, Marilyn Monroe series). Write a short paragraph describing the artwork. Include details about the colors, shapes, and subject matter. Design your own piece of Pop Art inspired by Andy Warhol. Use bright colors and everyday objects or famous people as your subject. You can draw, paint, or use digital tools to create your artwork.


	RE
Select one piece of music, poetry, art and architecture to sum up Christian beliefs about God. Which ones would you choose and why? 
Using the 4 things you have selected, create a booklet showing a picture of your four choices and in each case answer the question: Why does this express spirituality to me? 
	Geography
Use books or the internet to find information about the four main layers of the rainforest: Emergent Layer, Canopy Layer, Understory Layer, and Forest Floor. Draw a diagram of the rainforest showing the four layers. Label each layer and write a brief description of what you might find in each layer.
Can you find at least two plants and two animals that live in each layer?

	PSHE
Draw an outline of a hand. Think about why it can be important to forgive someone and write it on the palm of the hand.
On each finger or thumb, write a way we can forgive someone. You can use the words that are dotted around to help you, or think of your own.

	English
Find a poem that you enjoy reading.  Film yourself performing the poem adding movent and actions and upload onto dojo.

	Geography
Find out why rainforests are important for the environment and for humans. Look into the causes and effects of deforestation. Write a paragraph explaining why rainforests are important and what can be done to protect them. You could make this into a poster.

	Music

	Science
