	RE What happens in a synagogue?

What is your favourite weekend activity? Explain that Shabbat is a special ‘day of rest’ when Jewish people think about God. Children could draw and label something that they do during their weekend (time of rest). Draw some of the things that a Jewish person would do on the Shabbat- light candle, visit synagogue, eat bread. Answer the question: what makes a rest day a holy day for a Jew?
