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Next Steps: Relative Clauses

Now, let's look at creating complex sentences by using relative
clauses. Relative clauses are a different type of dependent clause
that give more detail about the subject of the main clause.

Relative clauses begin with a relative pronoun or a relative adverb.
Here are some of the most common examples:

who which whose

whom that where
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Put the book over on the shelf.

bus was running late.

The cold wind made teeth chatter.

Could they be in ?

Blue Smarties are the best; my favourites.

Ava and Lucas put hands up at the same time.
. Are you sure not real?
. The new teacher got books in a muddle.
